Each phase has specific tasks, goals, and responsibilities, and together they provide a structured workflow that ensures the product is planned, produced, and delivered effectively.

	Definition
	In media product creation, job roles refer to the specific positions, responsibilities, and tasks undertaken by individuals or teams during the production process. Each job role contributes a particular skill set to ensure the product is developed, produced, and delivered successfully. Job roles vary depending on the sector (film, TV, radio, publishing, gaming, etc.) and the phase of production (pre-production, production, post-production, distribution).

1.2a Job roles in the media industry
Job roles are split into 3 main phases:
· Pre-production – this is the planning phase
· Production – this is the creation phase
· Post-production – this is the phase where the product is finalised & prepared for launch.
