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Activity 2 - Passwords
Some information may be confidential or private and should not be accessed by those that it is not intended for. Also to protect data against malicious activity such as editing or deleting, a password can be used to control access so that it can only be accessed by those who are allowed to or to limit access to read only so that it cannot be edited. Passwords are used to control access.
As passwords can be guess or cracked it is important to choose a password that is strong (less likely to be broken). It is important to know that any password can be broken given enough time.
A password that is made up of 4 numbers will take less time to crack compared with a password that is made up of 8 numbers.
A password that is made up 8 upper case, lower case, numbers and symbols will take even more time to crack.
The length of the password and which characters are used will increase its strength. The longer the password the longer it will take to crack it. If you use a mixture of upper case, lower case, numbers plus punctuation/symbols.
Ideally a password should not be a word from the dictionary or contain personal information such as names, addresses or important dates as someone could use this information to guess your password.
 You should not use the same password for multiple sites. If someone guesses the password or hacks it and knows the password then this can be used to gain access to all of your other accounts that use this password.
